Aim and purpose of the course:
The lecture of International and European Intellectual Property Law covers the basic instruments of European and international intellectual property law. This area consists of two branches: the field of copyright law and the field of industrial property law. The first half of the semester will cover the area of industrial property law and the second will present the relevant international and European regulations of copyright law.
The aim of the lecture is that to inform the students not just about the legal regulations of intellectual property law, but about the intellectual property law policy, the main legal interpretations of the relevant provisions and the new tendencies and directions (e.g. digitalisation, technical challenges) which influence the area of intellectual property law.
In the first half of the semester the education will cover the most important international treaties, such as the Paris Convention, the Patent Cooperation Treaty, the Patent Law Treaty, the Madrid Agreement, the Trademark Law Treaty, the Lisbon Agreement, the Hague Agreement and the Locarno Agreement. Such as in the field of copyright, the students will meet the most important judicial decisions and Directives of the European Union too. 
Within the framework of the international copyright law the students will meet the main directions and principles of copyright law and the provisions of the Berne Convention, the Universal Copyright Convention, Geneva Convention, the Rome Convention, the WIPO Copyright Treaty and the WIPO Performance and Phonogram Treaty. The European copyright learning material will cover the Directives and the leading judicial decisions of the European Union.

3. International Trademark protection: the Madrid Agreement, the Trademark Law Treaty and the Nice Agreement the relevant EU legal sources.
4. International Patent Law: the Paris Convention, the Patent Cooperation Treaty and the Patent Law Treaty and the relevant EU legislation. 
5. International and European Protection of Geographical Indications (Lisbon Treaty and relevant EU directions)
6. International and European Protection of Designs (the Hague Agreement and the Locarno Agreement, relevant EU directives and regulations.)
7. The birth of international copyright protection: the Berne Convention and the Universal Copyright Convention. 
8. The notion of authorship and the subject matter of copyright law in the international legal sources.
9. The protection of moral rights and economic rights in the international legal sources. 
10. The protection of rights related to copyright: the Geneva Convention and the Rome Convention. 
11. European Copyright Law I. (the most important directives)
12. European Copyright Law II. The CDSM Directive and the common digital market in relation to copyright law.
13. The future tendencies of intellectual property law, with special regard to the issues of artificial intelligence and contract law issues
14. Student’s presentations
